The DVD should be shown as part of a facilitated group and is relevant to 
both statutory and voluntary groups. It can be used as an Induction or update resource but 
does not replace classroom based training for frontline staff.

transgender (LGBT) Domestic Violence Helpline and offers support to 
LGBT communities, their friends, family, perpetrators and agencies 

working in the domestic violence sector.

The White Ribbon Campaign is the UK branch of the international campaign working to reduce 
violence against women. This exciting partnership with Broken Rainbow UK builds on their work, 
and includes raising awareness of domestic violence in same sex relationships as well; an area 
so often ignored, and misunderstood.

�Given that 1 in 4 LGBT people also experience domestic violence we need to work together to 
raise awareness of this devastating crime. The Rainbow Ribbon is about awareness; its message 
is about respecting human rights, and about saving lives. The lives of LGBT people devastated,
